Call to Order

Approval of the 2008 Business Meeting Minutes

Minutes of the 2008 Business Meeting were reviewed.  A motion and second were made to approve as submitted.  Motion carried.
Financial Report

Dave Neil explained why Georgia took over handling the finances for NAGLO.  Former Association Director Piper Plummer resigned at the last annual meeting and Earl Everett as Secretary/Treasurer volunteered to take on this duty.

Lori Torres and Ray Davenport met with Jeannine Konieczny to do an audit of the books.  Lori reported that in accordance with the Constitution, two signatures are required for any amounts over $1,000.00.  There was also a concern that California had paid their dues twice for FY09.  Jeannine is going to look into this and advise the Executive Board.  Otherwise, Lori and Ray stated Jeannine had done a good job in maintaining the books.  A motion was made to accept the auditors report.  Motion was seconded and carried.

A motion was made to approve the financial report as submitted.  Motion seconded and carried.

The FY10 budget was submitted.  A motion was made to approve the budget as submitted.  Motion was seconded and carried.

A motion was made to cover the expenses incurred by Jeannine Konieczny for her travel to Utah and back.  Motion was seconded and carried.

NAGLO Resolution No. 2009-01

Lori Torres reported the reason for the Resolution was to correct the IRS tax status from 501(c)5, Labor, Agricultural and Horticultural Organizations to 501(c)3, Religious, Educational, Charitable, Scientific, Literary, Testing for Public Safety, to Foster National or International Amateur Sports Competition, or Prevention of Cruelty to Children or Animals Organizations.  It appears that because of the NAGLO name, NAGLO was grandfathered in as a 501(c)5 “labor organization”.  Based on the mission of NAGLO, it would be better represented as “educational” under 501(c)3 classification.  Lori recommended applying for not for profit status with the IRS and incorporation of NAGLO.
A motion and second were made to adopt this Resolution.  Motion approved.

Dave Neil thanked Lori for all her hard work.

Topics for discussion at the 2010 Annual Meeting were:  ASSE, E-verify, workplace fraud, workers’ compensation, IAIABC, NCCI and allotting more time to the Taiwan Representative as either a lunch or dinner speaker.
New Business

A motion was made and seconded for NAGLO to pay all expenses incurred for the 2009 Annual Meeting.  Motion carried.

A motion was made and seconded for NAGLO to pay all expenses incurred during the 2009 Washington, DC trip.  Motion carried.

CAALL has scheduled their Annual Meeting September 21-23 in Saskatoon Saskatchewan, Canada.  Dave Neil will be attending.  Registration will be complimentary.  A motion and second were made for NAGLO to pay all travel expenses.  Motion carried.

Lori Torres stated NAGLO was missing Mexico as an International Member.  Lori will look into contact the appropriate official to make contact.  A motion was made and seconded for Lori to follow up.  Motion carried.

It was suggested NAGLO invite Mexico to present at the 2010 Annual Meeting.

A recommendation was made to provide speakers with a memento at the 2010 Annual Meeting.  Board Members were encouraged to come up with suggestions.  A motion was made and seconded to empower Earl Everett to look into gifts valued at approximately $35.00 and report back to the Board.  Motion carried.

It was suggested to give Affiliate Members an opportunity to address the Board or give a report during the Annual Meeting.

Mei Chuan Chuang reported on a proposed trip to Taipei in November.  Mei will put together a tentative agenda and get back to the Executive Board for more specific details on who may or may not want to attend.
Mei also stated that if a trip to Washington, DC is planned for 2010 to let her know and she would gladly act as host.
